Students Pledge to Continue their Green Habit
after “Reuse 60 Action” Ends
In view of the increasing concerns about the misuse of recycle bags in the community,
Greeners Action and Kiehl's Since 1851 jointly initiate a territory-wide “Reuse 60 Action” from
April to June 2008. Participants were required to reuse their recycle bags at least 60 times,
which aimed to encourage them to establish a habit of using recycle bags properly. The Action
was well recognized with 25 schools and over 10,000 students participated. Through the
Action, participants successfully affected their family members to establish the same habit
and they pledged to continue to reuse their recycle bags even the “Reuse 60 Action” ended.

Mr. Leung Kan Yuen, the vice-chairman of the Environmental Unit of Hong Kong Professional
Teachers’ Union, Ms Kitty Yim, Martketing Manager of Kiehl's Since 1851 and Mr. Angus Ho,
Executive Director of Greeners Action were invited to present the prizes to schools and
students with outstanding performance. There were 45 prizes presented. Mr. Angus Ho
pointed out at the ceremony, “This Action is the first of its kind in the community, it is really
encouraging to have so many students take part in it as it requires a 80-day commitments
from schools, parents and the students simultaneously”. Mr. Ho also urged all students, even
those who miss the Action this time, to make reusing recycle bags a daily habit.

Students used their recycle bags in numerous ways. Apart from using their recycle bags to
carry books and stationeries for school, they also used their bags to carry food, newspaper
and so forth. Some of them even use the recycle bags as handbags and laundry bags. The
Special Award winners even took recycle bags wherever they went including when they went
for barbecue, took the recycle paper to recycle plants and treated it as gift wrapping bag.
Reusing recycle bags had become their daily habit. The champion of the Action, Ms Ho Man
Lai who is now studying in Carmel Leung Sing Tak School said that it was her first time to take
part in an Action to reuse bags. She was glad to see her efforts paid off. She agreed that the
Government should implement the plastic bag levy in order to refrain people from misusing
plastic bags. Mr. Chung Yan Hong, who is now studying in L.S.T. Yeung Chung Ming Primary
School and is the 1% runner up of the Action, played an active role to persuade his parents to
reuse recycle bags. Even when he accompanied his father to buy a suit, he also brought
along his recycle bag and refused to take free plastic bags.

Green Crusaders Can Make a Change
“Reuse 60 Action” not only enabled the participants to establish an eco-friendly habit, but also
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enabled them to exert influence on others. Some participants said that their parents had
switched from using plastic bags to reuse recycle bags. Some even said that their relationship
with parents was improved because of the Action. Parents would discuss some
environmental issues with their children when they signed on the record cards. The
participants had spent more time with their parents on shopping in order to stop them from
using plastic bags. They also shared the recycle bags with their parents.

Greeners Action and Kiehl's since 1851 hope that the participants, their family members and
Hong Kong citizens can establish the habit of reusing the recycle bags and implement the
reuse concept in other aspects.
